Australian Hearing 
Phil Mann from Australian Hearing Mt Gambier occasionally drops into our Shed, we think, to sample the scones. 
On a more official visit he spoke to our Shedders, 29 of us on the day, about hearing impairment, the recent ABC’s Checkout programme on hearing aid providers, the services that Australian Hearing have and he did hearing screening tests. 
At Australian Hearing on the corner of Percy and Mitchell St  - opposite Belgiorno’s and at the East end of the Centrelink building, they provide free hearing screenings for any adult. This is for anyone having their first hearing test, whether you go to any other hearing service provider and even if you have hearing aids.
If you ae a pensioner or a DVA card holder they are able to make appointments to see two new  Australian speaking audiologists for more thorough testing and fitting of hearing aids (if needed).
They have a range of 7 levels of hearing devices. The first 3 levels are completely free (with a $45 annual fee for batteries and ongoing support). You may choose to have more ‘bells and whistles’ which you pay extra for. 
One recent client found that his multi thousand $ hearing aids were nowhere near as good a free model.
Should you be with any other hearing service provider you are able to switch to any other (and back again) as you choose. All you have to do is go to the one of your choice – sign a form – and have all your records sent to your new choice. Should you want to go back to your previous service provider – all you do is go back to them or any other hearing service provider, sign another form and change again. DVA card holders do not need any permission from DVA to do this.
Australian Hearing, at their office, has a very large range of other assistive listening devices that they can demonstrate – things like TV listeners, personal communicators and alarm systems. They can be purchased. Note: some pensioners and DVA clients may access some of these free through other sources.
